All vegetation must be planted away from power lines, so that marure branches cannot grow
into the right-of-way. Vegetation that is planted or grows into the right-of-way needs to be
cut or trimmed. Vegetation within 20 feet on cither side of the power line is at risk for future
removal due to power line maintenance, upgrades, replacement, etc, For safe, reliable electric
service, follow these guidelines.,
